Taizhou, reasonably close to Shanghai, provides the Yangtze River with one of its most  

important international port systems. This port, the Port of Taizhou, in 2006, handled almost 11 

million tons of cargo. It has the capacity to accommodate 50,000 ton ocean-going vessels with 

three working areas and fifteen berths. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

The Jiangyin Yangtze River Bridge crosses from Jingjiang, Taizhou to Jiangyin, Wuxi.  At time 

of completion in 1999, the bridge was the longest steel box girder suspension bridge in China 

and the fourth longest in the world. Jingjiang, at the southern tip of Taizhou, has a river bank of
